How to use the Green Man Plus system:
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Ang Mo Kio Avenue 6
(near Yio Chu Kang MRT Station)
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Sinaran Drive (near Tan Tock Seng Hospital)
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The Green Man Plus is a new
initiative by the Land Transport
Authority (LTA) to address the needs
of elderly pedestrians who may
require more time to cross the road.

Senior citizens can activate the
Green Man Plus function simply
by tapping their new Senior Citizen
concession cards on the reader
mounted at the traffic light pole.
The red strips on the card reader will
light up, showing that green man
time will be extended for them to
cross the roads.

The Green Man Plus is one way in
which LTA leverages technology
to better meet the needs of our
ageing population. Currently, there
are five pedestrian crossings with
Green Man Plus. LTA will
consider increasing this number if
appropriate. In addition, LTA will
roll out at a later date a similar
program to benefit the disabled.
